	Volunteers invited for July 16th Japanese Knotweed at Eau Claire City Fairfax Park.  Future event planned at Eau Claire City Parks including volunteer efforts.
	Send PDF of Jap Knotweed event flyer to Roberta Kostka.  Roberta indicated an interest in additional future events in Eau Claire Parks.  She recommended another event to be planned in the fall that could be announced at the July 16th Jap Knotweed event at Fairfax Park.  Roberta will talk with Todd Chwala about date in September or October.  Buckthorn would be likely topic.
Roberta will send out request for volunteers through her Eau Claire Parks Volunteer Network.

Kathy will order tools and bring them to event.

	Brochure development for Private Forest grant
	Brochure developed for woodland owners and professional loggers/forestry industry
	Amur cork tree population is around.  Brochures about how garlic mustard gets into forested land.  DNR forestry or industry may already have such a brochure, perhaps we could use as template. Matt will check to see if there is such a brochure out there.  Logging equipment, hunting, ATV groups?  Kathy will call Kelly Kearns to ask about previous education for certified loggers.  Is this part of certification training?

	Trailer and tools for invasive control
	Tools and trailer for tools to be stored in place accessible for users and safely stored.
	Once we purchase tools from grants where do we store the tools.  Liability issues for vandals, risk mgt issues if on state land.  Matt will check about risk mgt.  Fairgrounds too small for tool/trailer storage.  Highway dept is another option if DNR site doesn’t work.

	Private Forest grant
	Start pilots in Pepin and Dunn Counties.  
Arrange and find appropriate storage/application for chemicals to be purchased by grant
	Discussed having a pilot in Pepin and in Dunn Counties.  Chase has a citizen who has been eager to work. Jap Knotweed site in Pepin County may be an option.  Jane Schwartz would be a good for Dunn County pilot.  Discussed what chemicals have restricted use.  Matt will get list of restricted chemicals.  Farmers may have private applicator license already.  Will want to document their license #.  Pepin Co Highway Dept may be possibility for getting chemical and possible safe storage.  Chris will talk with Dunn County Highway Dept about chemical.  Kathy will send letter to Tom Boos to justify trailer from grant.  Tom has given verbal approval of our using grant for trailer.

	Citizen Monitoring grant
	
	Chris and Chase put on training for citizen monitors in Dunn County.  Had 12 volunteers who were excited about project.  11 or 12 townships in Dunn County will be monitored.  Chris and Rick did Sherman Township and found only 6 spots of invasives (4 leafy spurge, 1 buckthorn, 1 Japanese Knotweed around a house) Took 6½ hours to do it.  Leafy spurge on MFL land.  
Foresters could use invasive species information gained by monitors.   Get monitoring results to Matt.  

Tiffany, Sherman, Tainter, Colfax, Elk Mound, Red Cedar, Menomonie, Dunn, Spring brook, Rock Creek, Peru, Lucas are covered by monitors.  Highway Dept used budget on snow plowing, will only do maintenance of what was sprayed last year.  Need to get private landowners on board.  Excavating companies, fill, gravel pit issues should be dealt with next year.  Check all of the pits for invasives.
