	Herbicide and seeding/plant regeneration
	
	Some seed companies have found some seeds are tolerant of Plateau if working on reed canary grass control.  On prairies some of these seeds are tolerant of herbicide.  Forests are more of a challenge.  Replanting with larger trees and putting tubes around trees to avoid herbicide.  Critters were getting under tubes used on tree plantings.  Forest to oak savanna—once got rid of reed growth and opened up there may be natural regeneration of native plants/trees.  River banks may have natural regeneration.  For any site, need to follow up the following year to watch for regrowth.  TU is starting to follow up on their stream restorations.  

Rodeo & Arsenal—good for water. Rodeo has no carry over.  Arsenal there is carry over of up to 1 year
